Explore

Poolsbrook Country Park
There are miles of cycle routes 
from the site through the adjacent 
country park. You can also cycle 
for miles on the Trans Pennine 
Trail which passes through the 
country park.

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There’s a lovely walk along the canal 
to Chesterfield, the market is not to 
be missed and make sure you see the 
church’s famous twisted spire. 

A walk around the lake is a must and 
if you have bikes, ride to Rother Valley 
Country Park.

Poolsbrook Park Run is just outside 
the gates. Really great friendly 5k most 
Saturday mornings at 9am.

Matlock Farm Park has a lovely petting 
zoo for toddlers.

The play park at Poolsbrook Country 
Park is fabulous for younger visitors and 
there is a cafe in the park.

Meadowhall shopping centre is good  
for a rainy day.

Idle Valley Nature Reserve just north of 
Retford has a  great cafe for vegetarians 
and vegans, the veggie chilli and bean 
stews are delicious!

The site is great if you like to fish,  
there are three fishing lakes within  
1/2 mile of the site.
